Sadly, citizens receive solicitations from time to time from fraudulent organizations purporting to help 

local law enforcement causes. 

I want to assure you that the Larimer Retired K9 Foundation is the real deal. The foundation was the 

brainchild of one of our agency volunteers who sought ways to help deputies who chose to adopt their 

K9 partners after their retirement from service to the LCSO. She created this 501{c}(3) foundation to 

connect supporters to these retired K9s and their partners. 

These dogs work tremendously hard and sometimes in very harsh condition during their years of service 

and unfortunately, many of them experience physical ailments after their retirement from active 

service. We don't want to separate deputies from their K9 partners, so we allow those deputies to adopt 

their former K9 partners after they have been retired from active service. However, we are not able to 

expend public funds for medical care for the K9s after they have retired from service. That is where the 

privately funded foundation steps in.
